Reports:

CAPC: 

· Nakos – CAPC will meet again on February 3.  Since finalization of the catalog is due by the end of February it may be necessary to have more than one meeting in February.  If you have proposals that need to be reviewed please send them as soon as possible. 

Promotion & Tenure Subcommittee:  

· Barnett – There were forums all last week and the committee is working on revisions.  At the next FC they should be ready for review and approval. 
Faculty Manual Review Subcommittee:  

· Marcus – The committee has completed revision of the 500 and 600 sections.  Mostly minor edits.  They will be posted to the web soon.  Faculty Forums will be held Feb. 2-5 in A&S G101 from noon-1pm.  Please review before the forums.  The announcement will go out campus-wide.
President:  

· Harden – Request input from FC on moving Continuing Education under Academic Affairs, this will be a stronger link and it will benefit the campus to have the two closely linked.  Currently there is a search under way for the Dean of Continuing Education and that search may change to Asst. Vice President for Extended Programs.

· The governor has recommended a 3.6 million dollar minors project for renovation of the Administration Building.  There is no way to know when the completion date will be.

· Legislators will be on campus Friday January 23.  They have been very supportive of Clayton State.

· February 6 Chancellors staff will be on campus and it give Harden and Hoffman an opportunity to talk to the senior staff about the direction of Clayton State.  There will be eight people on campus. Discussion followed.

· The temperature of buildings was discussed. 

· Harden gave an overview of what has been done in the University Center and explained that the estimated date to open is in March but it could be later.

Provost:  

· Hoffman – The three proposals that FC passed are currently at the BOR. Criminal Justice is on the February Agenda.  The Curriculum Committee are working on the next three proposals:  Technology – Bachelor of Technology degree with subsets; Assoc. & Bachelors to replace the ones that were deleted; Health Sciences – Bachelor of Health & Fitness; Arts & Sciences and Health Sciences are both working on a graduate degree.  Encouraged both CAPC and FC to be ready to act on the proposal(s) as she would like to get them approved before the last board meeting.  Deans/Department Heads are preparing a package minor degree proposal to be approved by CAPC that will need to be submitted to the BOR quickly.  The minors discussed are Women’s Studies, Chemistry, Art and there may be others. 

· Clayton State has a record number of students at 5875 with 204 lost due to non-payment.  Data indicates that one purge works.  Academic Affairs is working on cleaning up the “No-show” and “Three attempts and you are out” policies.

· Deans have been instructed to prepare a schedule for 6500 for Fall 2004.  Department Heads will create a schedule to support that number of students. The President gave instructions to Admissions and Recruitment to what he would like to see.  At this rate Clayton State will reach 7000 before 2007.  The departments are working to put together a two-year catalog that will be updated continuously online.

· Academic Affairs is considering purchasing scheduling software that will make the scheduling process more efficient.  

Old Business:

Student Evaluation 

· Wicker – Discussed the changes/corrections that were made from the last meeting.  The team will put together a new version for the next meeting.  Send concerns via email and be prepared to vote at the next meeting.  Click here to see the proposed changes.  Braun – The February 26 meeting will be on the Master Plan and it will cover at least an hour of the meeting.  The Council may need to meet an extra day depending on February 12.

New Business:

Midterm 

· Braun – Consider moving withdrawal date to closer to final.  Mackin stated that the date is a BOR set date and can’t be changed.

Final Exam Schedule 

· Braun – There are questions about who creates and if there is a written policy on the number of exams a student can have in one day.  The policy is if a student has three exams in one day they can request to have one postponed.
