Approval of Minutes

Prior minutes of the meeting held on April 13 and April 20, 1010 were before Council for approval.  Motion made on amendment and approval, seconded and approved.
Reports

2)  President and Provost
Dr. Hynes gave a written report to Senate.  In the report, he stated that a lengthier report would be given at the General Faculty Meeting on May 4, 2010.  Further, he expressed appreciation to the Senate for its work on the By-Law and Personnel changes.  Senate is required to participate in the facilities master planning survey.  Last, budget information will be provided in a separate campus report after the May 11 BOR Meeting.

Old Business

3)  Continued discussion of by-law changes associated with change from Faculty Council to Faculty Senate:
Senate chose to address potential changes individually, then approve the entire document.

Sections I through IV only had minor changes, and were approved

In section V, the choice was made to move the definition of academic unit to a footnote, but to keep the definition as worded to verify the intention of the committee that librarians be included as part of the Senate in the future.  The statement requiring that all those running for a position on the Senate provide a statement to their academic unit concerning their qualifications was changed to allow but not require this statement.  After some discussion, it was pointed out that this change made the idea superfluous, as it is always possible for an individual to provide such a statement.  There was also discussion about the possibility of release time for the chair of the Senate.  After some discussion, the statement was amended to suggest recognition of the chair’s work, but to provide a non-exclusive list of examples, since the Senate as an advisory body cannot enforce such a policy.

The structure of the new standing committees was discussed and modifications were made to the bylaws to allow each committee to determine policies/procedures for how individuals would be removed for an inability to provide sufficient service to the committee.  

There were some minor changes to the membership of some of the standing committees, primarily to allow the administrators who were assigned to those committees have the opportunity to designate a representative to the committee if the appropriate administrator was unable to attend.

All the sections were approved and the entire document was approved as well, to be presented to the full faculty meeting on May 4th, 2010.

4)  Because we had exhausted our time, there was no discussion of the revised P&T proposals, but because that committee was convened by the Provost and not by the Senate, it was determined that its recommendations could be submitted to the full faculty meeting without an official vote by the Senate.
Meeting was adjourned at approximately 12:30 pm.  The next regularly scheduled Faculty Senate meeting will be during faculty planning week, at a time and place to be determined.  Additional meetings may be called during the summer semester if necessary.[image: image1.png]
