Rhode Scholarship — The Rhodes Scholarships are the oldest and most celebrated international
fellowship awards in the world. Each year 32 young Americans are selected as Rhodes Scholars, through
a decentralized process representing the 50 states and the District of Columbia. Rhodes Scholars are
chosen not only for their outstanding scholarly achievements, but for their character, commitment to
others and to the common good, and for their potential for leadership in whatever domains their
careers may lead.

Pickering Fellowship — Funded by the U.S. Department of State and administered by the Washington
Center for Internships and Academic Seminars, the 2016 Thomas R. Pickering Fellowship Program
provides undergraduate and graduate students with financial support, mentoring and professional
development to prepare them academically and professionally for a career in the U.S. Department of
State Foreign Service. Women, members of minority groups historically underrepresented in the Foreign
Service, and students with financial need are encouraged to apply. Up to $37,500 annually for tuition,
room and board, books, mandatory fees and some travel expenses for the senior year of undergraduate
studies, and first year of master’s degree in fields related to the Foreign Service such as business
administration, economics, public policy, international affairs, and other relevant fields.
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Reagan-Fascell Democracy Fellowship — The Reagan-Fascell Democracy Fellows Program hosts
democratic activist, scholars, and journalists for five-month fellowships, bringing fresh insights and
perspectives to Washington, DC. The fellowship offers an important opportunity to explore new ideas in
a comparative context, undertake individual research, and share best practices with one another.
